Project Overview
The aim of the Supporting BME CYP Project is to improve the wellbeing outcomes of BME Children and Young People in Wales with social care needs, through a race-, faith- and culture-sensitive, person-centred and rights-based support service. The project has been funded by Welsh Government from 2020 to 2023 through their Sustainable Social Services Third Sector Grant. 

The BME CYP Support  Project Manager will lead the team delivering a referral-based service for BME Children and Young People aged 0-25 with ‘additional’ or ‘multiple’ support needs, working directly with them through early intervention and prevention to achieve specific wellbeing outcomes: securing rights and entitlements, improving physical and mental health, supporting transition to independent adulthood, and protecting from abuse and neglect. 

The service will be delivered by 3 full time project workers (one of whom will be the Project Lead) based respectively in Wrexham, Newport and Cardiff, covering these and surrounding local authority areas, and linking to and building on the Swansea-based Family Link Project. 
Aims of the Post
a) To lead and deliver the EYST BME CYP Support Project in the Newport/Cardiff/Wrexham area according to the project plan 

b) To line manage and provide guidance, support and supervision to two project support workers in the other project areas

c) To provide direct support to a case-load of BME young people and families on a one-to-one basis
d) To work effectively in partnership with agencies in order to improve outcomes for the client group

Principal Accountabilities and Main Duties

Specific

a) To be the lead worker for the project across Cardiff/Newport/Wrexham to ensure the delivery of the Project across Wales according to the project plan.
b) To provide appropriate support, guidance and supervision for the project staff team 

c) To work directly with BME children and young people providing them with appropriate advice, guidance, signposting and referrals on a range of issues from education and health to social services and welfare benefits. 
d) To manage and support a caseload of up to 15 BME CYP from the client group, providing them with weekly support sessions, support and liaising with a variety of external agencies as relevant to their situation. 

e) To support BME CYP through a whole family approach, undertaking home visits as necessary. 

f) To actively engage with key statutory agencies such as the Social Services, Schools, Police, etc and act as a key worker as required.
g) To build active partnerships with other organisations to ensure effective cross-referral and effective pooling of resources as appropriate to give best possible service to the client group. 

h) To liaise with key agencies and attend network events as appropriate in order to facilitate integration into mainstream provision. 

i) To lead on the planning and delivery of awareness sessions and Practitioner Learning Seminar each year to service providers 

j) To plan and deliver a project conference to share learning from the project each year.

k) To ensure regular reporting and updates to partners and within EYST as required.
l) To ensure the collection, entry and return of information as required for monitoring and evaluation

m) To take part in training courses, staff meetings and regular supervision

n) To work within relevant health and safety legislation

o) To ensure that the project promotes and reflects equality of opportunity at all levels
